          2023 Temescal Valley Faire Photo Contest 

 
The 6th Annual Temescal Valley Photo Contest will take place at the Temescal Valley Community Faire, which 
will be held on Saturday, May 20 at Deleo Regional Sports Park. Gift cards ($75, $50, $25) will be awarded to 
first through third places in each of the competition’s four categories of Landscape, Flowers, Things to Do, 
and Pets & Wildlife. A Best of Show will also be chosen by a popular vote of spectators at the Faire. 
 
The Faire Committee is committed to making this a FUN CONTEST, one where people of all photographic 
levels and ages are encouraged to participate. Overall goals are to increase the level of participation and 
communication among Temescal Valley photo enthusiasts and capture the beauty, creativity, and lifestyle of 
Temescal Valley. 

 

GENERAL RULES 

 
1. All photographs must originate in Temescal Valley by Temescal Valley residents. 

(Northern boundary: East of the I-15 – Temescal Canyon Road south of Dos Lagos Drive; West of the 
I-15 -- Weirick Road community at the freeway monument. Southern boundary: Just north of Lake 
Street). Any photos submitted of poppies must have been taken in Temescal Valley. 

2. Original photographs only and must not include a copyright or watermark. 

3. This is a family-oriented event. No exhibit dealing with drug use, obscenity, defamatory statements, 
graffiti, illegal fireworks, violence, or gang activity. 

4. Digital enhancement of photos is allowed to improve photographic quality, but images must not be 
overly processed or manipulated. 

5. Winning photographers may be asked to sign a release. 

6. After the entry deadline all entries are final. 

7. Have fun and help promote participation! 

2023 FAIRE CONTEST RULES 

 
1. The deadline to enter the Temescal Valley Community Faire Photo Contest is 4 p.m., Friday, May 

12 , 2023. 
2. Each contestant can submit two photos per category. Previous Temescal Valley Faire winning 

entries cannot be resubmitted. 
3. Entries must be 8x10 prints with each print submitted in a plastic page protector. Inexpensive prints 

can be made at Walmart and Costco. 
4. Each photo must include a copy of the Entry Form (Three forms are on on next page). 
5. The entries will be blindly judged (entrant’s name undisclosed), by a panel of judges not affiliated 

with the Temescal Valley Community Faire Committee. 
6. Entries should be mailed or delivered to Allison Harnden, Temescal Valley Water District, 22646 

Temescal Canyon Road, Temescal Valley, 92883. Please note “Temescal Valley Photo Contest” on 
the envelope, which must be received at the TVWD office by 4 p.m., May 12, 2023. 

7. Winners will be announced at 3:15 p.m. at the May 20 Faire and photos will not be returned. 
8. Photographers of winning entries will be asked to submit a high-resolution digital file.
